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LIBRARY SYSTEM

and one grant of $3,000 for an undergraduate student.

Library Technician (Certificate or Diploma Program)
Librarian (Masters Level)
Teacher-Librarian

Other library courses which reflect PNLS' goals and vision of improved library service to the North may
be considered.

Students must meet the following criteria to qualify:
1. Northern Saskatchewan resident;

2. Accepted into a university or technical school library program as listed above;
3. Demonstrated commitment to contribute to library services for northern residents;
4. Demonstrated ability to work successfully in @ multi-cultural setting;
5. Commitment to return to Northern Saskatchewan to work (one month of service for each month
of bursary support);
6. Students shall maintain a satisfactory grade point average for all years supported by the
bursary.
